General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR)
Wadhurst JFC Privacy Notice

The Data Protection Law changed in May 2018.  This Privacy Notice sets out how Wadhurst JFC use and look after the personal information we collect from you.  We take reasonable care to keep your information secure and to prevent any unauthorised access to or use of it.

WHAT WE USE YOUR PERSONAL INFORMATION FOR

You provide information about your player and parent/guardian when registering with the Club each season in completing registration forms at an event or online. Wadhurst JFC uses members’ personal data for administrative and management purposes of the Club.

Our purpose for holding this personal data is to be able to run the football club and contact our members to advise details regarding training, matches and player selections, tournaments and such other events that relate to Club activities ie Presentation Day, Football courses and Club Tours.
INFORMATION THAT IS REQUIRED AND WHERE THIS INFORMATION IS HELD

CLUB PLAYER REGISTRATION FORMS
All Club Player Registration forms are held by the respective Registrations Secretaries in paper format.

CLUB WEBSITE
Player names and email and telephone contact numbers for their parents/guardians are held on the Club website.
This is only visible to those with password access permitted by the Club Secretary, and for the purpose of sending communications to their team. Communications sent via this format go directly to the player and contact details relating to other recipients are not visible.

CLUB DATABASE
Information provided by completion of the Club Player Registration form each season is held on a Club Database in excel format by the Club Secretary and is password protected.  This information includes:  Player name, date of birth, address, parent/guardians names, email address and contact telephone for parent/guardians, school attended, any medical conditions and subs payments.

Sussex FA, to whom the Club is affiliated, require us to hold this information and may request to view it at any time. We are also required to hold this information for Insurance Cover.

EMERGENCY CONTACT & MEDICAL DETAILSS

A document detailing player emergency contact details and medical information is kept in the first aid kit in the relevant team manager’s bag, which is also an FA requirement.

LEAGUE REGISTRATION

The Leagues we are currently registered with use the FA Whole Game System (administered by the FA) and players are registered to this system.  Each player is allocated a FAN (FA number) which they then hold for life.  A parents/guardian is required to be linked to the player and will also be allocated a FAN. This information is only visible by the Club Secretary and/or Club Registrations Secretary, Club Welfare Officers, the FA and relevant League.

Any proof of age documents provided to the Club for registration purposes will either be returned once viewed or immediately destroyed ie deleted, shredded or burnt.

Where photographs are provided for the purposes of photo ID cards (u11s upwards) as required by the league, the ID cards are stored in the manager’s bag and are destroyed at the end of the season.

HOW WE USE YOUR INFORMATION

All correspondence sent out from the website is only visible by the recipient ie the email addresses of other recipients are not visible.

ALL correspondence is sent ONLY via the club website.  Some teams use a Whatsapp group, but this is only with the agreement of each member relevant to that team. 
We do not pass on your contact details to any other person either within or outside of the Club without your permission. 


HOW LONG WE HOLD YOUR PERSONAL DATA

We keep personal data on our members whilst they continue to be a member or are otherwise actively involved with the Club. We will delete this data after a member has left or otherwise terminated their membership.  Details will be removed from the club website, club database and the manager’s bag, including first aid bag, within a month of departure.


The Club Secretary will ensure that all membership forms and ID cards for the season will be destroyed within two months of the end of the season.
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
